	Call to order.
The Public Works Meeting was called to order at 5:00pm by Supervisor Gollon

	2
	Roll Call.

	Consent Agenda:  One motion to adopt all of the consent agenda items:

A. Approve the meeting Agenda for October 30, 2023.

B. Approve the Minutes of October 2, 2023 meeting.
C. Next meeting date is Monday December 4, 2023 at 5:00P.M.
Chair Gollon stated the agenda will be revised to jump to item #6 Accident history for CTH Y/YZ and USH 18/151intersection discussion, then back item #4 and the balance of the agenda in order.   Sup. Kreul moved to approve with that modification, seconded by Sup. Meyers.  Motion to approve unanimous.

	6
	Review Accident history for CTH Y/YZ and USH 18/151 intersection.   Hardy provided a slide deck of the intersection along with some information related to traffic incidents at the location.   The location has had 4 fatalities dating to 2008, with the most recent being on October 19, 2023.   Reviewed the crash report, which was a result of crossing the Ebnd lanes from CTH Y creating a side impact crash with an Ebnd tractor cab.   A Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) project is planned for 2027 to include a J-Turn or R-cut intersection at the location.  The project will eliminate the median crossover, thereby creating a right-in right-out intersection movements at the location.   Sheriff Peterson expressed concern for the safety of emergency response and law enforcement staff who respond to the accidents.  Discussion of the location by all parties and the factors contributing including, geometry, speed, traffic volume, drivers, etc.   Discussion of the limited access study and improvements.  Discussion of the design parameters for the turn lanes of the R-cut, location of the turns, lanes, crossovers, etc.    Wells and Steiner commented on modifications being made for the USH 18/151 traffic to include placement of a 48-Inch warning/caution sign to be installed in advance of the intersection with static flashing amber warning lights to advise traffic of the at-grade intersection and cross traffic.   Hardy questioned if WisDOT proposed any signage along CTH Y or YZ to advise traffic of the intersection and that USH 18/151 cross traffic does not stop or travels at high speed.   Discussion concluded with some comments by the Administrator and Committee Chair; WisDOT needs to invest in the highway system in the County to address the issues with at-grade intersections between Dodgeville and Verona and the amount of commuter traffic.   The spot improvement HSIP projects do not promote community, economic 
development, or continuity of the system.  A number of committee members expressed concerns for the HSIP design versus traffic volumes may result in a decrease of severity but result in a decrease of responses or frequency in incidents.

	Report from committee members and an opportunity for members of the audience to address the committee.  No action will be taken.

	Request for Driveway Variance by Jesse Straubhaar along CTH H.   Hardy provided powerpoint highlighting the issues surrounding placement of a driveway along CTH H at the Straubhaar parcel.   The request for variance is for Stopping Sight Distance to the north of the proposed location being less than the minimum requirement of 496 LF (390LF).   Discussion of the location and the concerns with: existing access location for the Love Creek parking area and WDNR site, conditions of the old existing access road from the WDNR parking lot back to the cabin on the parcel, and other issues.  Discussion of emergency service access and other issues.   Motion by Leix to approve a driveway access point variance for Sight Stopping Distance criterion along CTH H to the property at a location providing the best visibility (although not meeting SSD criteria) as determined by the Highway Department.  Second by Butteris.  Yea votes 2 – Leix, Butteris; Nay -1 Gollon; Abstention – 1 Meyers; Kreul was undecided.   Chair Gollon called the question and asked for a recast of all votes. Voting in favor Yea – 3 Leix, Butteris, Kreul; Voting against No – 1 Gollon; Abstention – 1 Meyers.

	2023 County – Township 50-50 Bridge Resolution for 2024 Budget.  Hardy stated the information in the agenda packets had been revised due to a math error regarding a receipt for the Brecken Road project.  The Brecken Road project final cost is $6,142,98 (versus$5,587.29) for a cost share amount of $3,071.49 versus the reported of $2,793.64.   This modifies the Project total costs to $51,410.70 versus $51,120.65.   Hardy provided a Powerpoint tour of the four (4) site locations (Mellum Road, Brecken Road, and Brotherhood Lane) and pictures of the work performed.   Motion to approve as revised by Butteris, seconded by Meyers; motion carried unanimously.

	Highway Commissioner’s Report

A. STP-Program project applications were submitted for CTH HHH in the Village of Ridgeway, CTH HHH east of the Village to USH 18/151, and CTH P STH 80 to STH 80/133.

B. Construction status was provided for culverts and bridges along with road opening dates for CTH H HN 42 (+/- Nov 17th), CTH HH HH-11 (Opened October 25,2023), CTH W (+/- Nov. 2nd), and CTH Q (+/- Nov. 17th)

C. The engineering contracts were awarded for CTH P and CTH ID to Jewell and Associates.  The Contract for the Hollandale facility and Buildings was awarded to SEH Incorporated.
D. There will be a Public Information meeting held for the CTH T TAP project in Barneveld on November 16th at 5:00 P.M.

E. There will be a Public Information meeting held on December 7th for the project on CTH C STH 23 to STH 14 at the Taliesin Visitor’s center.

F. Hardy updated the committee the Cheese Trail is reviewing a proposal for provision of Rail Coordinator position duties with the Land Conservation Department of Lafayette County.
