4. Approval of the Minutes of Previous Meeting:
Motion by Randy Stephens and second by Susan Guinnip to approve the minutes from April 17, 2026, regular Board Meeting. The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”.  Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted.

5. Public Comments:
Sandy Wheeler – Village of Westfield Mayor wanted to thank the board for the Sirens for Westfield.
Bill Brown - invited all the board members and their families to the employee appreciation that will be held on June 9th at Sassafras Ridge.

Brandon Burkybile informed the Board that former county board member Jim Bolin was honored in Springfield for everything he had accomplished in Casey and surrounding areas. They presented his family with a 6ft tall proclamation stating his accomplishments.

Todd Kuhn mentioned that when the tornado sirens went off during a recent storm, everyone there received notification about the warning even though some of the people were from outside the County.  

6. Approval of General Claims:
Motion by Brandon Burkybile and second by Mike Parsons to approve the General Claims. The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”. Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted. 
7. Approval of Highway Claims: 
Motion by Mike Parsons and second by Randy Stephens to approve the County Highway Claims. The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye” Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted. 
8. Highway Discussion:

Highway Engineer Richardson stated that approval was received for all the funding for the Hogue Town project, and a material proposal was submitted.  Richardson hopes to hear back from the State soon and can move forward on the project.  
The next item on the Highway Agenda is the Soil Cement Stabilization for Emily Solar in Parker Township.  Approximately $1.5 million was agreed upon for road improvements in the Blue Mound area north of Casey.  The Soil Cement portion of the repairs is required to be bid out and there is a resolution for an engineering service agreement with HLR.  HLR will be putting together a bid package, some soil sampling and inspections that will be completed during the process.  The resolution is approved under #9.  
Richardson continued with his agenda.  He stated that mowing will start next week.  There was no new business but under old business, Richardson stated that the Moonshine Solar road work has started.  They are putting in culverts and doing road widening.    
9. Highway Resolutions:

a.) Motion by Todd Kuhn and second by Randy Stephens to Approve Resolution for Engineering Agreement.  The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”.  Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted.  

10. Office Reports: County Clerk, Circuit Clerk, Sheriff, County Treasurer, Supervisor of 
      Assessments, Probation, and Public Defender.

11. New Business:
a. Discuss and Possible Approval of Memorandum of Agreement Between the                   County of Clark and the Illinois Council of Police. 
Sheriff Brown explained the agreement.  The Union and County Board are allowing a transfer to come in at a lateral pay based on their qualifications and number of years worked.  
Motion by Mike Parsons and second by Susan Guinnip to Approve of Memorandum of Agreement Between the County of Clark and the Illinois Council of Police. The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”. Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted. (See attached).
b. Discuss and Possible Approval of VOIP Phone System.
IT Director Alex Carrell informed the Board that the current phone system has been having issues with it going down and having to be reset.  The Health Department is currently using the Gibson system and really like it.  Carrell’s goal is to have the whole county on the same system.  Steve McGee with Gibson told the Board that this has the potential to save the county money and upgrade the current system.  There is mobile app capability and voice mail to email options.  
Motion by Todd Kuhn and second by Brandon Burkybile to Approval of VOIP Phone System. The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”. Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted. (See attached).
c. Approve Intergovernmental Agreement for Dog Kennel between City of Marshall 

        and Clark County.
State’s Attorney Kyle Hutson explained that the Intergovernmental Agreement would charge $100 per dog apprehended by Marshall that is housed in the Clark County Animal Shelter.  Currently, Martinsville and Casey do not participate.  The only dogs that are handled by the County are vicious dogs, not strays.  There was much discussion but ultimately it was decided to stay with the original contract which is $6,500 per year.  
Motion by Mike Parsons and second by Brandon Burkybile to approve the original contract which is $6,500 per year.  The Chairman put the question and upon the roll being taken all members present voted “aye”.  Whereupon the Chairman declared the motion adopted.

Chace Bramlett, CCAS Director, updated the Board on the ambulance service.  He said that it was a very busy April.  The Clark County Ambulance Service was at level zero at least 28 times which means no ambulance available.  Response times continue to be higher than the national average.  The Secretary of State sent the tag required for the new ambulance so currently have three plus three reserve ambulances.  
Susan Guinnip met with Alex Mason from Lawn Pride regarding the Red Bud tree by the bandstand.

The tree trunk is rotten in the middle and could be a liability if it fell. The Board gave permission to have Lawn Pride remove the tree.
