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       DECISION AND RESOLUTION 


THIS MATTER, having been heard by the City of Ventnor Planning Board (sometimes referred to hereinafter as the “Board”) at a meeting held on February 14, 2024 at the Ventnor City Hall, Ventnor, NJ, and a quorum being present; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant, James Mayfield (“Applicant”), is seeking an extension of prior variance relief granted by the Board pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-70c for the property identified as Block 100, Lots 9 and 9.01 on the Ventnor City Tax Map, which property is located at 5019 Winchester Avenue; and 
WHEREAS, at the time of the Application, the Applicant was not represented by legal counsel; and

WHEREAS, following a hearing held on June 10, 2020, the Applicant’s predecessor in title, Two Pioneers, LLC, obtained certain variance relief from the Board pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-70c in order to construct a new single family dwelling on the subject property; and 

WHEREAS, the prior approval by the Board is memorialized in Decision and Resolution P-17-2020 of the Board dated June 10, 2020; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 143-21 of the Ventnor City Code, variance approvals expire in six months from the date of approval, unless construction is commenced prior to that time; and 
WHEREAS, the Applicant’s predecessor in title previously was advised that the approval was tolled while the project was delayed with the State of New Jersey in obtaining necessary approvals from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection; and 

WHEREAS, the Applicant is now seeking a formal extension of the expiration date of the prior approval; and  
WHEREAS, the City of Ventnor Planning Board has heard the testimony of the Applicant; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Ventnor Planning Board, based upon the Application submitted and the testimony presented by the Applicant, makes the following findings of fact, conclusions of law and decision:


1.  
The Applicant is, as noted, James Mayfield and the subject property is identified as Block 100, Lots 9 and 9.01 on the Ventnor City Tax Map, which property is located at 5019 Winchester Avenue. 

2.  
The Applicant’s predecessor in title previously obtained certain variance relief from the Board pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-70c in order to construct a new single family dwelling on the property, as memorialized in Decision and Resolution P-17-2020 dated June 10, 2020.  That prior approval runs with the land to the Applicant.

3.  
Pursuant to Section 143-21 of the Ventnor City Code, variance approvals expire in six months from the date of approval, unless construction is commenced prior to that time.

4. 
The Board finds that the Applicant has proven to the reasonable satisfaction of the Board that he is entitled to an extension of the prior variance approval for a period of two years from the date of the hearing on the matter, from February 14, 2024 to February 14, 2026. Specifically, the Board finds that the Applicant has demonstrated that he has been prevented from commencing construction on the project due to being delayed with the State of New Jersey in obtaining other required approvals from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection.


5. 
The Board finds that good and sufficient cause has been shown to allow for an extension.    

  
NOW, THEREFORE, a Motion having been made and seconded, the City of Ventnor Planning Board hereby grants an extension of the variance approval as set forth in Decision and Resolution P-17-2020, until February 14, 2026, with the condition set forth below:

1) 
Nothing herein shall be deemed to eliminate or otherwise modify any of the conditions set forth in Decision and Resolution P-17-2020 dated June 10, 2020, and all of those conditions shall remain valid and in full force and effect.
