ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF HORN LAKE, MISSISSIPPI, AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE AND THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF HORN LAKE, MISSISSIPPI, TO REZONE 1.64 ACRES, MORE OR LESS, LOCATED SOUTH OF SOUTHWEST ACCESS DRIVE AND EAST OF INTERSTATE BOULEVARD, IN THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 36, TOWNSHIP 1 SOUTH, RANGE 8 WEST, BY CHANGING THE USE DISTRICT CLASSIFICATION FROM ("C-4") PLANNED COMMERCIAL DISTRICT AND (“PBP”) PLANNED BUSINESS PARK DISTRICT TO ("M-1") LIGHT INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, Top of Mississippi LLC (Applicant), with the consent of Ash Patel (Owner), did file an application to rezone certain property described herein from its present ("C-4”) Planned Commercial District and (“PBP”) Planned Business Park District Classifications to the ("M-1”) Light Industrial District Classification; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi find that the City’s Comprehensive Plan recognizes the subject area as suitable for commercial and light industrial development due to its proximity to Interstate Boulevard and existing industrial uses; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi further find that rezoning the subject property will (a) promote orderly development, (b) provide opportunities for job creation and investment, and (c) is consistent with the City’s long-term land-use policies; and



NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, DeSoto County, Mississippi as follows, to-wit:
SECTION 1.  The matters and facts stated in the preamble hereof are found, determined, and adjudicated to be true and correct. In addition, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen specifically find:
1. Change in Neighborhood Character: The character of the neighborhood has changed with the development of adjacent industrial and commercial uses, supporting the requested reclassification.
2. Public Need: There exists a public need for additional light industrial land within Horn Lake to support employment, economic development, and infrastructure investment.
3. Infrastructure Adequacy: Adequate utilities, transportation access, and public services are available or can be made available to serve the property.
4. Compatibility: With proper conditions, the proposed zoning is compatible with surrounding uses and will not unduly burden nearby residential or commercial properties.
5. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The rezoning aligns with the City’s Comprehensive Plan goals of balanced growth, tax base diversification, and highway-oriented development.
SECTION 2. That it is hereby found and determined that the conditions precedent to the granting of an Application to amend the City of Horn Lake official zoning map as required by Appendix A of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi, exist and have been satisfied or else waived in regard to the granting of the Application, and specifically, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen do hereby find and determine that the character of the neighborhood where the property is located has changed to such an extent as to justify the reclassification of the property, and that there is a public need for the rezoning and the land use requested in the Application.

ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF HORN LAKE, MISSISSIPPI, AMENDING THE SECTION REGULATING MINIMUM STANDARDS IN THE LAND SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, pursuant to § 21-17-5 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi have the authority to adopt ordinances relating to subdivision regulations and the municipal affairs of the City, so long as such ordinances are not inconsistent with the Mississippi Constitution of 1890 or any other statute or law of the State; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi have found and determined that it is necessary for the promotion and protection of the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi to amend the Land Subdivision Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi, to replace, in the Code of Ordinances, all of the current wording of Chapter 34 (Subdivisions), Article IV (Required Minimum Improvements), Section 34-89 (Minimum Standards), subsection (e) Sidewalks, is hereby amended to read as follows:
(e) Sidewalks. 
1. General Requirement. Concrete sidewalks, not less than five (5) feet in width and four (4) inches in depth, shall be constructed along both sides of all streets, regardless of classification or street type, including cul-de-sacs. Sidewalks shall include curbs, gutters, and grass buffers where required by the City and shall conform to the City’s adopted engineering and construction specifications.
2. Accessibility Standards. All sidewalks shall be designed and constructed in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and the Public Right-of-Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG), including the provision of curb ramps, cross-slopes, detectable warning surfaces, and other accessibility features as required by federal and state law.
3. Testing. Material and compression tests of the concrete shall be performed at the developer’s expense and results submitted to the City Engineer for approval.
4. Inspection & Approval. Sidewalks shall be inspected and approved by the City Engineer or designee prior to final plat approval or the issuance of any certificates of occupancy for lots within the subdivision.
5. Maintenance. Developers shall be responsible for the maintenance and repair of sidewalks during the subdivision warranty period. After acceptance by the City, sidewalks shall become the responsibility of the City for maintenance, unless otherwise provided in writing.
6. Waiver. The Mayor and Board of Aldermen may grant a limited waiver of the sidewalk requirement only where:
a) Topography, drainage, or existing utilities create conditions where sidewalks cannot reasonably be constructed; or
b) A pedestrian or trail plan adopted by the City provides for an alternative pedestrian facility in lieu of standard sidewalks.
Any waiver granted shall be accompanied by findings of fact entered into the official minutes.
7. Performance Guarantee. No final plat approval shall be granted unless sidewalks are constructed or the developer provides a performance bond, letter of credit, or cash escrow in an amount sufficient to cover the estimated cost of construction, as determined by the City Engineer.

ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF HORN LAKE, MISSISSIPPI, AMENDING THE SECTION REGULATING STREETS IN THE LAND SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, pursuant to Miss. Code Ann. § 21-17-5 and § 17-1-23 (1972), as amended, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi have authority to adopt ordinances relating to subdivision regulations and the municipal affairs of the City, so long as such ordinances are not inconsistent with the Mississippi Constitution of 1890 or any other statute or law of the State; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi find it necessary for the promotion and protection of the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi to amend the Land Subdivision Ordinance to establish minimum design standards for subdivision streets;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Horn Lake, Mississippi, that Chapter 34 (Subdivisions), Article IV (Required Minimum Improvements), Section 34-57 (Streets) of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to add a new subsection (m), which shall read as follows:
Sec. 34-57. – Streets.
(m) Standard for Local Residential Streets.
1. Every dedicated right-of-way having a width of fifty (50) feet shall contain a paved street with a width of thirty-four (34) feet, measured from face-of-curb to face-of-curb.
2. Each side of the street shall consist of:
a) a six-inch vertical curb,
b) a grass buffer strip of two and one-half (2.5) feet in width located between the curb and sidewalk, and
c) a sidewalk of five (5) feet in width.
3. Sidewalks shall be constructed in compliance with applicable Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards, including accessible curb ramps at intersections.
4. These requirements shall apply to all subdivision plats and street plans submitted for approval after the effective date of this ordinance.
5. The Planning Commission may recommend, and the Board of Aldermen may approve, a variance from these standards in cases of unusual topography, existing development patterns, or other conditions where strict application would create practical difficulties or undue hardship, provided that the public safety and general welfare are preserved.
