ARTICLE XiI. - VACANT BUILDINGS Item 1.

Sec. 22-400. - Purpose; applicability; definitions.

Purpose. The purpose and intent of this article is to establish a registration and identification
program of vacant buildings within the city. Vacant buildings are detrimental to the surrounding
buildings and neighborhoods in which they exist. The article is also to ensure the public health,
safety and welfare insofar as they are affected by vacant buildings within the city, The health,
safety and welfare of the neighborhoods in which vacant buildings are located are of the utmost
importance to the city, as is the general community character in which these vacant buildings are

located,

Applicability. The provisions of this article shall apply to all matters affecting or relating to vacant
buildings. Where, in this article, different sections of this Code may specify different

requirements, the most restrictive shall govern.

Definitions. The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the

meanings ascribe to them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a

different meaning.

(1) Vacant building means a building, structure, or dwelling that has been unoccupied for more
than three consecutive months; or a commercial tenant space greater than 10,000 square
feet in an otherwise occupied building, that has been left unoccupied for more than three

consecutive months.

(2) Actively for sale or lease means the building is being actively marketed through a licensed real
estate broker or the owner who is regularly advertising the property in newspapers circulated
in and around Dover, it is being offered for sale or lease at a cost of no more than 25 percent
over market rate as determined by the city assessor, and the building is in reasonable
condition for sale or lease, including but not limited to: no trash has collected inside or
outside of the building, the utilities are functional, and it is not being used as storage that is

unrelated to the former use.

The building inspector shall inspect any premises in the city for the purpose of enforcing and
assuring compliance with the provisions of this article. Upon request of the building inspector, an
owner shall provide access to all interior portions of a vacant building in order to permit a

complete inspection.

vacant,

The vacant building shall be secured; the exterior building and premises shall be maintained in
accordance with all City of Dover Code requirements,

The vacant building shall be in reasonable condition (all utilities shall be functional, there shall be
no trash or debris inside or outside the building and it shall not to be used as storage that is

unrelated to the former use).

Property manager. Any owner of a vacant building, residing outside of the county, shall be
required to have a licensed property manager residing or having an office located in the county,
or a family member or other designated individual who does not manage any other real estate
for a fee and who resides in the county acting as a property manager. The property manager,
including family members and designated individuals, shall have charge, care and control of the
vacant building, and shall provide access to the vacant building for inspection upon request by
the building inspector, within 30 days.

Corporate or partnership owners. Any corporation or partnership owning a vacant building shall
have a designated member, partner, or employee having charge, care and control of the vacant
building. The designated member, partner or employee shall reside in or have an office located in
the county, or shall be required to have a licensed properly manager residing or having an office
located in the county, or other designated individual who does not manage any other real estate
for a fee, and who resides in the county, acting as a property manager. The property manager, or
other designated individuals shall have charge, care and control of the vacant building, and shall
provide access to the vacant building for inspection, upon request by the building inspector,

within 30 days.

(a) Registration of building. There are two ways to register the building as vacanl.

(1) The owner shall register with the city not later than 30 days after any building in the city
becomes vacant, as defined.
The registration of the vacant building shall include the site address, the name of the current

owner or owners, current address of the owner and of all applicable owners, tax parcel

number, proof of insurance on the building, description of the condition of the building, plo

for the building (to eliminate the vacancy), the responsible person or agent and their cor{ ltem 1.

information and any other applicable information. If any information changes the owner is

responsible for informing the city of those changes in a timely manner.

(2) The building inspector or his designee, shall investigate any property that may be subject to
registration. Based upon his findings, the building inspector may register the property as a

vacant building subject to this chapter.

a. Notice of registration. Within five business days of such registration, the licensing and
permitting office shall notify the owners of the registered property by certified mail at
their last known address according to the records of the city and Kent County.

b. Registration fee.

(i) The annual registration fee shall be paid at the time of registration. If the building
inspector registers the building as vacant the fee shall be due not later than 30 days
after the building is registered as vacant. The annual registration fee will then be due
on the registration anniversary date every year after that as long as it remains vacant.
The starting point for counting a building as being vacant will begin on the date of the

enactment of this article [June 26, 2006].

(i) The annual fee is as provided for in Appendix F—Fees and Fines.

Sec. 22-404. - Violation and penalties.

(a) If the registration fee is not paid within 30 days of being due, the owner shall be in violation of
this article.

(1) Alien can be assessed against the property. Such fees shall be entered in the municipal lien
docket as a lien owing the city, and the same may be turned over to the city solicitor for
collection.

(2) The fee will be assessed to the parcel's tax bill.

(3) The fee shall be paid in full prior to the transfer of title,

(4) The fee shall be paid in full prior to the issuance of any building permits for the subject

building and for any other building that is owned by the owner within the city.

Sec. 22-405. - Exemptions—Types of buildings eligible for exemption status from the registration fee.

(a) The following are exempt from the registration: The building has fire damage. The owner has 90

days to file for a permit to start construction or demolition or it will be determined a vacant

property.
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(b) The following properties shall be registered as vacant, but they are exempt from the registrg /em 1.

fee:

(1) The building is actively being offered for sale or lease for a maximum period of five years.
After such time this article will be in effect. Proof of activity shall fall on the owner to provide.
See definition.

(2) The owner has obtained a building permit and is progressing in an expedient manner to
prepare the premises for occupancy.

(3) The property is in probate or where the owner has entered a long term care facility within six
months of the building being vacant,

(4) The property is undergoing currently environmental cleanup or assessment.

(c) Failure to register. If the owner of the property fails to register the property with the City of Dover
within 30 days of notification to do so by the City of Dover staff, then the property owner/agent

may not be entitled to exemption from the fees.

Sec. 22-406. - Appeal of the 25 percent over market rate.

An appeal of the 25 percent over market rate (from the actively for sale or lease definition) can be
considered through an appraisal using accepted appraisal standards to determine market rate. The owner
has the option of asking the city tax assessor to perform the appraisal or having one performed (using

accepted appraisal standards) at their own expense.

To whom it may concern,

The commercial property referenced above was purchased by me, Jesse Allen, at which time
the property was under Kent County. In 2018, | submitted a request to the City of Dover to move
from Kent County to the City of Dover, with the understanding that water and sewer would be
provided to the property. It was later communicated, after approval and movement from Kent
County to the City of Dover, that this was not the case and that at my expense, | would have to
go under the Rt 13 highway to connect to city water lines, which costs approximately $200
thousand-- way outside my budget. As | am unable to afford this egregious cost, | now must
contract with a professional contractor to install a sewer and well system for the property. If |
had been properly informed, | would have stayed within Kent County.

I am a full-time small business owner and work at least 60 hours a week, which is my primary
source of income. On my days off, | work on the commercial property referenced above from
sun-up to sun set. | have a set budget that does not allow for miscellaneous costs, and being
assessed a $5,000 fee each year puts a strain on my budget and extends my timelines. |
understand that you have fines in place for vacant lots, but | have had circumstances that
inhibited my ability to work on the property for several years, add on the COVID 19 pandemic,
increased prices due to supply and demand, and the inability to purchase building supplies due
to supply being held for contractors only, it was virtually impossible to work on it from 2018 to
2022.

This property is currently up for sale through R&R Commercial Realty while | continue working
on it. | had an offer, but it was extremely low, and | could not walk away at a loss. My progress
thus far is greatest at the rear of the building. | am currently working on the framing and roofing
in the front with hopes of completion by April, pending the economy and weather permitting.

With the progress made on the building, and timeframes established for specific completions, |
am hopeful that you will forgive the $5 thousand yearly fee and allow me to put those funds into
the construction project. It is very difficult for small businesses to survive in Dover, especially
stand-alone small businesses, much less being assessed hefty fees such as this.

Please consider waiving the non-occupancy fee, as | am meeting the requirements by having it
up for sale. Also please take into consideration that | am making progress and am looking to
have inspections completed in 2026.

PRICE. The listing price shall be Twenty ($20.00 psf ) Dollars per square foot NNN or such other price
as may be accepted or authorized by the Lessor during the term of this Listing Agreement, or any
extension thereof.

Following a public
Recommendation: hearing on Junc 18, 2018, where one member of the public spoke
regarding the proposed annexation and rezoing, the Planning
Commission voted in favor of the annexation with the proposed
C-4 zoning with seven (7) votes in favor and no votes in
opposition (two members absent).

Summar
This application is for the annexation and rezoning of property 3074 N. DuPont Highway, Dover.
It is a parcel of land totaling 0.69 acres +/-. The owner of record is Jesse L. Allen. Tax Parcel:

ED-00-057.02-01-04.00-000.

It is noted that there are some records that reference the subject property by the address of 1643
N. DuPont Highway. These records included the City’s Customer Service file for Electric
services.

Existing Property

The property is located on the east side of North DuPont Highway and north of but not adjacent
to Woodford Street. The boundary of the City of Dover is currently across North DuPont
Highway. This annexation will include the adjoining right-of-way of North DuPont Highway
equal to the property’s frontage width to connect the property to the existing City boundary on
the west side of North DuPont Highway.

The property includes an existing one-and-half story building likely constructed in the 1960s as a
residence. The property is currently zoned BG (General Business District) in Kent County. The
building most recently was utilized as offices; however, it is current vacant. There is an asphalt
paved area between the building and the highway spanning most of the length of the street
frontage. There is no designated curbed entrance to the site and no sidewalk system along the
street frontage.

Surrounding Land Uses

Immediately surrounding uses on this east side of North DuPont Highway (Route 13) include
other commercial businesses such as offices, service establishments, and retail establishments.
To the east of the parcels fronting Route 13, is a residential area consisting of single family
dwellings and a mobile home/manufactured home park. These properties are in Kent County.
On this east side of Route 13, the closest properties within the City limits are: to the south the
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WAWA at the intersection with Rustic Lane and to the north the campus of Wilmington
University. The west side of Route 13 is within the City of Dover boundaries and includes the
Dover Town Center with multiple retailers, the Outback Restaurant, the Bob Evans Restaurant, a
hotel, and the Delaware State University Learning & Living Commons facility.

Comprehensive Plan
In the 2008 Comprehensive Plan (as amended), the Potential Annexation Areas (Map 13 -1)

identifies the property in the Category 1: High Priority Annexation Areas. The Growth and
Annexation Plan Chapter (Chapter 13) notes that “Lands in this category are primarily enclaves
of unincorporated territory mostly surrounded by the City of Dover. In all or most of these
cases, the City provides these parcels with one or more essential service (sewer, water, police,
fire, trash).” For Category 1: High Priority Annexation Areas, it notes in the Recommendation
that “the City will not extend sewer and/or water infrastructure to Category 1 arcas unless the
property owners annex into the City” with consideration given for issues of health, safety and
welfare.

The Comprehensive Plan also sets the review criteria for the review of zoning for parcels being
proposed for annexation. Chapter 13, pages 170-171 note that the Zoning Review may include:

e Proposed zoning be in compliance with the land use category shown on Map 13-2 and used
in conjunction with Table 12-1: Land Use and Zoning Matrix;

Character and compatibility of the surrounding land uses and propertics;

The street type and capacity serving the property;

Environmental concerns and conditions that may influecnce land use and zoning;

Market concerns and conditions;

The compatibility with the overall goals of the Comprehensive Plan.

Map 13-2: Potential Land Use for Annexation Areas identifies the Land Usc for this property to
be Commercial. The Land Development Plan Chapter (Chapter 12) makes the following
recommendation for Commercial Land Use in this Route 13 area of the City:

US Route 13/113 Corridor

Item 1.

The US Route 13/113 corridor is dominated by highway commercial development. For the most
part, the Comprehensive Land Development Plan proposes to continue US Route 13/113 as the
major commercial corridor in Central Delaware.

Few vacant developable parcels exist within this area. However, potential exists for the
redevelopment of older retail stores and strip shopping centers. The Comprehensive Plan
encourages the renovation and adaptive reuse of older structures within the highway corridor as
means of restoring property value, preventing blight and demolition by neglect, and enhancing
the overall image of the highway environment. In some cases the demolition of older structures
may be beneficial, and should be supported, to enable redevelopment to occur within the corridor.

As part of the Land Development Plan, Table 12-1: Land Use and Zoning Matrix specifies that
the following zones are compatible with this land use classification of Commercial.

Request for C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone)
The applicant has requested the zoning of C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone). The types of

permitted uses in the C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone) are given in Article 3 §16 of the Zoning
Ordinance. See the following Code excerpt:

Article 3, Section 16. - Highway commercial zone (C-4).

16.1 Uses permitted. In a highway commercial zone (C-4), no building or premises shall be used,
and no building or part of a building shall be erected, which is arranged, intended, or designed to
be used, in whole or in part, for any purpose, except the following:

(a) Retail stores.

(b) Business, professional or governmental offices.

(c) Restaurants.

(d) Personal service establishments.

(e) Service establishments.

(f) Hotels and motels.

(g) Places of public assembly.

(h) Bus terminal.

(i) Wholesale, storage, warehousing, and distribution establishments.

(j) Indoor or outdoor recreation and amusement establishments.

(k) Hospitals and medical centers.

(1) Drive-throughs.

(m) Motor vehicle, boat, or farm equipment sales or service:
(1) The minimum lot size for such establishments shall be 20,000 square feet, and the
minimum street frontage shall be 150 feet.
(2) Entrance and exit driveways shall have an unrestricted width of not less than 16 feet, shall
be located not nearer than ten feet from any property line and shall be so laid out as to avoid
the necessity of any vehicle leaving the property to back out across any public right-of-way or
portion thereof.
(3) Vehicle lifts or pits, dismantled and disabled automobiles, and all parts or supplies shall be
located within a building enclosed on all sides.
(4) All service or repair of motor vehicles, other than such minor servicing as change of tires or
sale of gasoline or oil, shall be conducted in a building fully enclosed on all sides. This
requirement shall not be construed to mean that the doors to any repair shop must be kept
closed at all times.
(5) The storage of gasoline or flammable oils in bulk shall be located fully underground in
accordance with applicable provisions of the National Fire Protection Association Code.

(6) No fuel pumps shall be located nearer than 15 feet to any street line.
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(7) Fuel pumps shall not be permitted closer than 100 feet from a property line of any school,
day care, church, hospital, nursing home, or place of public assembly designed for the
simultaneous use and occupancy by more than 100 persons.
(n) Manufacturing, assembling, converting, altering, finishing, cleaning, or any other processing of
products for sale on or off the premises, provided that not more than 25 persons shall be engaged
in such activity; and provided further, that any such use shall be subject to the performance
standards procedure as set forth in article 5, section 8.
(o) Mini-storage facilities, subject to the following regulations:
(1) No unit shall be placed within 30 feet of a residential property line.
(2) No outside storage, except for recreational vehicles, boats, or personal automobiles when
completely parked in specifically approved locations. Parking for these vehicles shall not count
toward the required parking set forth in subsection (e) below.
(3) No individual unit may be used for retail, garage sale, or any other commercial activities.
(4) No storage of flammable, explosive, corrosive, or other hazardous products may occur in
the individual unit.
(5) Parking must be provided at a ratio of one space for each 25 rental units, plus a minimum of
three spaces for an office.
(p) Adult entertainment establishments, subject to the provisions stated in article 5, section 13.

16.2 Conditional uses. The following uses are permitted, conditional upon the approval of the
planning commission in accordance with the procedures and subject to the general conditions set

forth in article 10, section 1:

(a) Apartments and multi-family dwellings.

(b) Crematory, subject to the following requirements:
(1) The building lot line upon which a crematory is to be established shall be
located at least 100 feet from any residential zone.
(2) Where adjacent to residential zones, all landscape buffers shall be required.
The buffer shall consist of a landscape screen no less than six and one-half feet
high. All landscaping shall be properly maintained throughout the life of the use on
lot.
(3) Loading operations shall be conducted within a completely enclosed building.
Location of loading doors shall be at the side or rear of the building.

(4) The crematory shall comply with the Delaware Incinerator Regulations. A copy
of the approved air pollution permit issued by the State of Delaware Department
of Natural Resources and Environmental Control shall accompany the application
for a certificate of occupancy.

16.3 Enclosed buildings. All permitted uses and all storage accessory thereto, other than offstreet
parking, shall be carried on in buildings fully enclosed on all sides, except for outdoor eating areas
associated with restaurants and outdoor sales areas approved by the city planner.

16.4 Performance standards. All uses are subject to performance standards as set forth in article
5, section 8.1.

16.5 Site development plan approval. Site development plan approval in accordance with article
10, section 2 hereof shall be required prior to the issuance of building permits for the erection or
enlargement of all structures and prior to the issuance of certificates of occupancy for any change

of use.

Recommendation of Planning Staff:
Staff recommends the annexation of the property and rezoning to C-4 (Highway Commercial

Zone) be approved as submitted. The subject property is in the City’s Annexation Plan of the
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2008 Comprehensive Plan as Category 1: High Priority Annexation Areas with a Land Use
Designation as Commercial. The C-4 zoning is consistent with the development in the area and is
consistent with the Land Use Designation of Commercial.

Recommendation of Planning Commission
The applicant, Mr. Jesse Allen, was present at the Planning Commission meeting to represent his

request. Following a public hearing on June 18, 2018, where a member of the public spoke
regarding the proposed annexation and rezoning, the Planning Commission voted in favor of the
annexation with the proposed C-4 zoning (Highway Commercial Zone) with seven (7) votes in
favor and no votes in opposition (two members absent).

Discussion of the Application by the Planning Commission included questions on water and
sanitary sewer availability, utility service providers, responsibility for costs of service
connections, impact on adjacent propertics, and continue use of existing well and septic. See the
included Excerpt of the DRAFT Meeting Minutes of the June 18, 2018 Planning Commission
meeting.

Submission of Plan of Services

As required by 22 Delaware Code §101, a Plan of Services was submitted to the Office of State
Planning Coordination. A Letter of Conformation and acceptance of the Plan of Services was
received June 19, 2018 (Plan of Services Reference #2018-09). Attached is the copy of the basic
submission form and acceptance letter. A copy of the full Plan of Services submission with
attachments is on file with the Planning Office.

ADVISORY COMMENTS TO THE APPLICANT

1) From the agency comments received, it appears that ability to provide City water and
sanitary sewer service to this property may be challenging due to the location of existing City
infrastructure in the area. The applicant is encouraged to discuss service options with the
Department of Public Works, other utility providers, DNREC, and DelDOT.

2) Upon annexation into the City of Dover, the property will be subject to the provisions of the
Dover Code of Ordinances. This includes procedures such as review processes for plans and
permits for construction activities, the City of Dover Business Licenses, etc.

3) Prior to establishing any use or commencing with any construction on the subjecct property,
including within the existing buildings, the applicant shall contact the Planning Office so that
the appropriate review process can be determined and coordinated with other reviewing
entities including the Fire Marshal’s Office, Public Works/Utilities, and the Chief Building
Inspector.

4) The applicant shall be aware that approval of any Annexation & Rezoning application does
not represent Site Development Plan or Record Plan approval. A separate Site Development
Plan must be submitted and approved if development activities are proposed to establish a
use on the property. A separate Record Plan must be submitted and approved if changes to
existing property lines are proposed.

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5) The applicant shall be aware that approval of any Annexation & Rezoning application does
not represent a Building Permit or other construction activity permit approval. A separate
application submission showing all improvements is required before issuance of permits by
the City of Dover.

6) All businesses operating in the City of Dover are required to obtain a City of Dover Business
Licenses from the Licensing and Permitting Division located in City Hall. Certain types of uses
also require a Public Occupancy permit.

Commercidl, industrial and office buildings, height, the numbers shall measure a minimum of 12 inches in
height, location generally, numbers shall be placed either in the center of the building or on the

property lineor drivewy, should the building be located far enough from a public or private road so
that the numbers are not clearly visible from the street, then the street address shall also be
posted on the property at or near the property line or driveway to said building,

color; each building, mambers shall be contrasting to the background color and shall be placed on
each building in the complex,

Arabic numerals, all numbers used shall be Arabic numerals,

Shopping centers. Shopping centers consisting of two or more stores shall have a tenant or suite
number affixed to the front of the tenant space and on the outside of the rear door which
corresponds with that tenant space. Numbers shall measure six inches in height.

6. Full building and fire plan review is required.

The Regular Meeting of the City of Dover Planning Commission was held on Monday, June 18,
2018 at 7:00 PM in the City Hall Council Chambers with Chairman Mr. Tolbert presiding.
Members present were Mr. Roach, Mr. Holt, Mr. Baldwin, Dr. Jones, Mrs. Welsh, Ms. Maucher
and Mr. Tolbert. Mr. Holden and Ms. Edwards were absent. Staff members present were Mr.
Dave Hugg, Mrs. Dawn Melson-Williams, Mr. Jason Lyon, Mr. Julian Swierczek, and Mrs.
Kristen Mullaney.

AX-18-01 Lands of Jesse L. Allen at 3074 N. DuPont Highway — Public Hearing and Review for
Recommendation of an Annexation Request and Rezoning Request for a parcel of land totaling
0.69 acres +/- located at 3074 N. DuPont Highway. The property is currently zoned BG (General
Business District) in Kent County. The proposed zoning is C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone).
The property is located on the cast side of North DuPont Highway and north of but not adjacent
to Woodford Street. This annexation will include the adjoining right-of-way of North DuPont
Highway equal to the property’s frontage width to connect the property to the existing City
boundary on the west side of North DuPont Highway. The annexation category according to
Dover’s 2008 Comprehensive Plan is Category 1: High Priority Annexation Areas and the land
use designation is Commercial. The owner of record is Jesse L. Allen. Property Address: 3074
N. DuPont Highway. Tax Parcel: ED-00-057.02-01-04.00-000. Proposed Council District 3.
Ordinance #2018-04.

Mrs. Melson-Williams stated that this is a request for annexation into the City of Dover. First,
with any annexation they have to look to the City’s Comprehensive Plan. In looking at the
Comprehensive Plan in reference to the property at 3074 North DuPont Highway, they find that
it is in a dark green area which is a Category One - High Priority Annexation Area. It is areas
that are anticipated to be annexed into the City within a rcasonable timeframe. They are areas
that are ultimately surrounded by areas that are in the City. This is one parcel in what is a much
larger area that is currently surrounded by the City on the northern part of Route 13. Moving on
to the second map that they always have to look at with the Comprehensive Plan, they have to
look at what the Comprehensive Plan envisions for future land use activities on a particular
property proposed for annexation. In this case, this map found in the Comprehensive Plan
identifies the land use classification as commercial. With that land use classification of
commercial, Staff then looks at what is a matrix of different types of zoning that could be placed
on the property. In considering the rezoning of the property to a City of Dover zoning
classification, they have to look at compliance with the table and map of the Plan as well as the
general character of the surrounding area such as other adjacent land uses.

This property is located on the east side of DuPont Highway, basically across the street from the
Dover Town Center. The arcas on the west side of Route 13 are in the City and with this
annexation; it would then be connected across Route 13 to properties already in the City thus
making it contiguous. The surrounding land uses in the area are focused on commercial. Its

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neighbors on the east side of Route 13 include a variety of different commercial uses. Further to
the east is a residential area that is currently located in Kent County. This property currently has
a zoning classification of BG (General Business Zone) in the County and is seeking the C-4
(Highway Commercial Zone) zoning classification in the City of Dover. C-4 (Highway
Commercial Zone) is one of our higher intensity commercial zones allowing for a variety of
retail and service industry type functions. Our report actually lists all of those uses that are
permitted in the C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone).

As part of this process, the utility availability is looked at. The City of Dover is actually the
service provider for electric for this location. The property is currently not served by City water
and sanitary sewer. In the case of water and sanitary sewer, the closest City services are actually
on the west side of Route 13; however, installation of those services to cross Route 13 is
challenging at best because of crossing Route 13 in the corridor and needing DelDOT approval.
There are some City utility services on the east side of Route 13; however, they are not in that
close of proximity to this particular location. Coming out of that, there are certainly some
recommendations and additional discussions because of the challenges presented with water and
sanitary sewer service provisions. Additional discussions would need to occur with the applicant
as well as with the City’s Public Works Office and potentially other utility providers. There is a
utility provider, Tidewater in the general arca. Also, utility services may mean with interaction
with State agencies like DNREC and DelDOT.

The recommendation of Planning Staff is for annexation of the property, {inding that the
Comprehensive Plan supports annexation; it is a Category 1 area. The potential zoning
classification of C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone) is consistent with development in the general
area and again consistent with the Comprehensive Plan. The Development Advisory Committee
Report includes the comments from the typical agencies. There are a series of advisory
comments that really focus on once the property is in the City. There are a number of City
processes and procedures relating to permitting and licensing that they would have to go through
to either use the existing building or if they were thinking of any kind of redevelopment to place
a new use there. Tonight, the Planning Commission is charged with looking at what is the
appropriate zoning classification for this property that is seeking annexation into the City of
Dover. They have made the request for C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone). The Planning
Commission will be making a recommendation that will be forwarded to City Council.

Mr. Holt stated that it looks like there is some major stuff that needs to be done with the highway
in order to get water and sewer over to this property and that could cost a lot of money. Who is
going to bare that expense? Would the City do that or would the new property owner handle
that? Responding to Mr. Holt, Mr. Lyon stated that the standard response is that the developer is
responsible to bare all costs for new development. They have seen preliminary estimates. This
would need to be bored across Route 13 so that they are not opening the road up. Preliminary
costs are fairly expensive; between $85,000 to $100,000.

Mr. Holt questioned if that cost could come out of the taxes? Responding to Mr. Holt, Mr. Lyon

stated that he could not answer that question. It’s possible that the City Manager could have a
different discussion but the standard procedure is that the developer takes care of the expense.
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Ms. Maucher questioned if lack of water and sewer impact the ability of the new owner to
develop the property as a commercial entity? Is there an Ordinance or restriction stating that a
commercial property must have public utilities? Responding to Ms. Maucher, Mrs. Melson-
Williams stated that there is not; however, the current property is on its own individual well and
septic system. If those items cannot meet the service needs of how the property will be utilized
then they may have to look to the connection to City water and sewer. DNREC controls whether
you get permits for a new well or septic system. Typically in situations like that they don’t allow
upgrades to those current facilities that may be located on the individual property if the
opportunity for connection to public water and sewer is available.

Mr. Tolbert stated that since this area is an enclave and it doesn’t get any of the City water and
sewer, there are other properties in that enclave. If the applicant chose to do that, what impact
would it have on the other properties in that enclave? Responding to Mr. Tolbert, Mr. Lyon
stated that the estimates provided were strictly for the property in question. It was for the
services to go across the road, not for mains to be extended.

M. Allen stated that the only thing he needs is water and sewer to his property because he wants
to put a hair salon there or something else to build the business up. All of the seven properties in
that area are kind of an cyesore to Dover in his eyes. You have a gas station and McKinnley’s
that is falling apart. He can’t speak for Dover but right now it’s an eyesore. If you bring water
and sewer to that area he is sure the other people will bow to get some water and sewer. Maybe
you can make the City look a little better on that side. The other side of Route 13 looks great but
his side looks like trash.

Mr. Tolbert asked if Mr. Allen has talked to his neighbors regarding his plan. Responding to Mr.
Tolbert, Mr. Allen stated that he sent them all a letter but nobody has responded yet.

Mr. Tolbert further questioned if his neighbors knew that there is going to be a hearing tonight?
Responding to Mr. Tolbert, Mr. Allen stated yes they did.

My. Tolbert opened a public hearing.

Mr. James McKinney — 52 Smith Street Dover, DE 19901

Mr. McKinney stated that on behalf of himself and his family which owns the property directly
behind and the parcel two lots north that has highway frontage; they have no desire to be
annexed into the City of Dover. They have wells that work great and they have their own septic.
They don’t want to be annexed into the City of Dover. As far as the Comprehensive Plan goes,
he doesn’t know of anyone in DuPont Manor that wants to be annexed either. They annexed
Wawa which was adjoining through the old Gulf Station where the Starbucks is located now and
then crossed over the State Police Headquarters. The Dover Mall was annexed in years ago.
Wilmington University also got annexed in but nothing east of DuPont Manor has been annexed.
I’s not surrounded; its just north and south of our parcels that have been annexed. As far as Mr.
Allen’s need for water and sewer for his hair business, he believes there is a tie in just on the
other side of Kentwood Drive for the County sewer but he would have to cross a couple of lots in
order to get to it which would be a substantial cost also. Speaking on behalf of those adjoining
properties, they have no desire to be annexed. They feel that this may be a foothold into basically
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forcing their annexation and they don’t want that.

Mr. Tolbert questioned if he was just speaking for himself or for all of the neighbors?
Responding to Mr. Tolbert, Mr. McKinney stated that he can speak for all of the McKinney
neighbors.

Mr. McKinney stated that he does believe with Mr. Allen’s need for the water and septic, the fact
that no one around really wants to be included would be reason for DNREC to approve a large
system for his hair business.

Mr. Tolbert stated that he is not clear about Mr. McKinney’s reason for not wanting to be part of
the City of Dover. Responding to Mr. Tolbert, Mr. McKinney stated that it’s because of
increased taxes. It’s all financial. As far as even trash service, which is an expense that you must
incur, they pretty much take care of that.

Mr. Tolbert closed the public hearing.

Mr. Holt stated that the present owners there that have their present wells and so forth, would
they not be able to use them if they were annexed into the City? Would they all be forced to tie
into the City water and sewer? Responding to Mr. Holt, Mr. Lyon stated that as Mrs. Melson-
Williams stated earlier, the reason that DNREC would make anyone connect to public sewer and
water is if your well or septic tank fails and you are within 200 feet of a water main or sewer
main to your property. The specific issue before us tonight would only be for services to this
property. There would not be a main added that these people would be in proximity too.

Mr. Holt questioned if they could still continue with the use of their well and so forth?
Responding to Mr. Holt, Mr. Lyon stated yes.

Dr. Jones stated that given the fact that you already have a well, we just heard that DNREC may
not recognize the current well if it’s not large enough or it fails. She thinks that the applicant
mentioned that he wanted to open a salon and you just need water and sewer. How docs the
applicant view what has been said about the uncertainty maybe of the current water and sewer?
Responding to Dr. Jones, Mr. Allen stated that he has owned the place for about five years. He
wants to open it up because he has been sitting on this property for five years. He figured that
somebody might want to get water and sewer in that area but if they don’t want it what can he
say to that. He thinks that it’s necessary in the area because you can’t really develop land if you
don’t have water and sewer in Dover. You can sit on a piece of property for six or seven years
and not do anything to it if you are in the County. In the City of Dover, you have to clean it up.
You have to make a business out of it; you can’t just sit on it. Right now, he has been sitting on
this property and the County hasn’t said a word to him about anything that he did.

Dr. Jones stated that the point in question is, assuming that the property is annexed, are you
ready to move forward to provide the necessary utilities to the property? Responding to Dr.

Jones, Mr. Allen stated yes.

Mr. Roach questioned if there was any validity behind the concerns of the gentleman in regards
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to the fact that his annexation could possibly affect the surrounding properties? He is trying to
clarify that if he (the applicant) does get annexed in because the other properties in close
proximity, would there be any issue in regards to them keeping their current scwers and wells?
Responding to Mr. Roach, Mrs. Melson-Williams stated that annexation into the City of Dover is
by property owner request. The City does not have provisions currently where the City could go
after a person specifically and force them to annex into the City limits. Typically, property owner
request means that they want to be annexed into the City of Dover. This application tonight is
about one property. Yes, if it is annexed into the City of Dover then the boundary of the City of
Dover does become closer to a number of properties more so than it was before. It may actually
make some (properties) easier to annex because they could then be contiguous where currently
they may not be at all. The key thing is that it is a property owner request that starts the
annexation process.

Mr. Lyon stated that just as a point of reference, the Kent County sanitary sewer is available in
this development and Tidewater has a CPCN, which are territorial rights in this area. He can’t
speak to the exact location of where those mains are but that would come up. Hypothetically if
your well fails, DNREC is going to look to see if there is any sort of main there. It may be
Tidewater or it may be Kent County sewer but it would not be the City of Dover so they would
not mandate any annexation at this point in time.

Ms. Maucher questioned if this property was in the Tidewater CPCN arca? Responding to Ms.
Maucher, Mr. Lyon stated no, the CPCN is to the east. He meant to say it was located behind this
location.

Ms. Maucher questioned if it was in any CPCN area? Responding to Ms. Maucher, Mr. Lyon
stated it is located in the City of Dover’s area.

Ms. Maucher stated that services by Tidewater may not be an option then unless the City
relinquished. Responding to Ms. Maucher, Mr. Lyon stated that the property can request a CPCN
change. If Mr. Allen wants to go down that road to see if he can connect into Tidewater which
would be an expense as well, that is possible.

M. Holt stated that the fact that some of the other property owners aren’t here tonight shows that
the evidently have no interest in coming into the City. Responding to Mr. Holt, Mrs. Melson-
Williams stated that the notification is in regards to property owners within 200 feet; they are
given notice of the application being filed. That notice was given, there is also the legal ad in the
newspaper and the bright yellow sign that notes the hearings both before the Planning
Commission and City Council. This is an application request for one parcel of land; the property
at 3074 North DuPont Highway and that property only.

M. Tolbert stated that if the application was approved, the applicant is not obligated to tie into
the City water and sewer system. Responding to Mr. Tolbert, Mrs. Melson-Williams stated yes,
the sheer action of annexing the property does not automatically trigger a requirement for
connection to City water and sewer. It makes that an option.

Ms. Maucher questioned if it obligates the City to extend services? Responding to Ms. Maucher,
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Mrs. Melson-Williams stated that it does not.

Ms. Maucher moved to recommend approval to City Council for AX-18-01 Lands of Jesse L.
Allen at 3074 North DuPont Highway, to include the zoning classification change from BG
(General Business District) to C-4 (Highway Commercial Zone), seconded by Mrs. Welsh and
the motion was carried 7-0 by roll call vote with Mr. Holden and Ms. Edwards absent. Mr.
Roach voting yes. Mr. Holt voting yes; he thinks it’s a good move for the City and he thinks that
in the long run everyone will be happy. Mr. Baldwin voting yes. Dr. Jones voting yes; based
upon Staff’s recommendation and review from the DAC. Mrs. Welsh voting yes; based on Staff’s
recommendation. Ms. Maucher voting yes; it’s in a High Priority Annexation Area and she
concurs with the owner’s concerns about that side of the highway. It will be nice to see some
development going. Mr. Tolbert voting yes; we have an enclave in this area which is something
of an anomaly in the City of Dover. The City is completely all around this place and he hopes
that it encourages all of the people in that area to come to the conclusion that they would be
willing to annex into the City of Dover. It would make it easier for everybody.

(a) All annexations must be consistent with the most recently adopted municipal comprehensive plan
meeting the requirements of Title 22, Chapter 7, Delaware Code. The area(s) being considered must
be depicted as area(s) for future annexation on the adopted plan. If a municipality does not have an
adopted comprehensive plan, or if its adopted comprehensive plan does not depict areas for future
annexation, it shall prepare and adopt a plan or plan amendment within 12 months of the effective
date of this Act. The municipality shall not approve any annexations until such plan or plan
amendment is adopted, notwithstanding any other charter provisions; except that during the 12-
month period a municipality may consider an annexation of already developed parcels where the
proposed use(s) will not change from that currently authorized in the adjacent jurisdiction and where
the primary purpose of the annexation is to address existing public health or safety issues such as,
but not limited to, failing on-site wastewater disposal systems or contaminated or inadequate drinking
water. In such cases the provisions of §101(b) through (f) of this section shall not apply.

(b) A city or town shall prepare a plan of services indicating those services it expects to provide to the
newly annexed area, how such services will be provided, and the fiscal and operating capabilities of
the municipality to provide such services. Should any services be provided by another jurisdiction or
a public utility regulated by the Delaware Public Service Commission, the written comments of such
provider on the provider's ability to provide the necessary services for the proposed annexation shall
be obtained and included in the plan of services. The study shall be conducted in accordance with
standards or criteria established by the Cabinet Committee on State Planning Issues as administered

(c) At the time of annexation the jurisdiction shall by ordinance rezone the area being annexed to a
zoning classification consistent with the adopted comprehensive plan or development strategy.

(d) A municipality proposing annexation must fully comply with the provisions of Chapter 92, Title 29,
Delaware Code as to State notice, and must demonstrate that it has notified all other affected
jurisdictions, conducted a public hearing, and provided a comment period of at least 30 days before
formal annexation. The city or town proposing annexation shall file with the State Office of Planning
Coordination any written comments received concerning such proposed annexation together with
any response(s) thereto.

(e) The Advisory Council on Planning Coordination shall establish a mechanism for resolving
disputes between jurisdictions regarding annexations. The mechanism developed by the Council
shall address: determination of how the costs for the dispute resolution process are born among the
parties; timeline for the dispute resolution process; and extent to which the dispute resolution process
will be enforceable.

Title 22 § 702. Comprehensive development plan

(a) A planning commission established by any incorporated municipality under this chapter shall
prepare a comprehensive plan for the city or town or portions thereof as the commission deems
appropriate. It is the purpose of this section to encourage the most appropriate uses of the physical
and fiscal resources of the municipality and the coordination of municipal growth, development and
infrastructure investment actions with those of other municipalities, counties and the State through a
process of municipal comprehensive planning.

The comprehensive plan for municipalities of greater than 2,000 population shall also contain, as
appropriate to the size and character of the jurisdiction, a description of the physical, demographic
and economic conditions of the jurisdiction; as well as policies, statements, goals and planning
components for public and private uses of land, transportation, economic development, affordable
housing, community facilities, open spaces and recreation, protection of sensitive areas, community
design, adequate water and wastewater systems, protection of historic and cultural resources,
annexation and such other elements which in accordance with present and future needs, in the
judgment of the municipality, best promotes the health, safety, prosperity and general public welfare
of the jurisdiction's residents.

(c) The comprehensive plan shall be the basis for the development of zoning regulations as
permitted pursuant to Chapter 3 of this fitle.

(d) After a comprehensive plan or portion thereof has been adopted by the municipality in
accordance to this chapter, the comprehensive plan shall have the force of law and no development
shall be permitted except as consistent with the plan.

(e) At least every 5 years a municipality shall review its adopted comprehensive plan to determine if
its provisions are still relevant given changing conditions in the municipality or in the surrounding
areas. The adopted comprehensive plan shall be revised, updated and amended as necessary, and
re-adopted at least every 10 years.

(f) Municipalities shall file their adopted comprehensive plan with the Office of State Planning

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Coordination within 90 days of the effective date of this section, and within 90 days after any re-
adoption or revision, update or amendment thereto. Municipalities shall further provide to the Office
of State Planning Coordination by December 31 of each year a report describing implementation of
their comprehensive plan and identifying development issues, trends or conditions since the plan

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CONSTRUCTION AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE
CODE BOARD OF APPEALS

The Construction and Property Maintenance Code Board of Appeals meeting was held on August
07, 2024, at 3:30 p.m., with Mr. Neil presiding. The members present were Mr. Campana, Mr.
Rocha, Mr. Martin and Mr. Boggerty (in at 3:45 p.m.). The staff members present were Mr. Kopp
and Ms. Brown.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
Mr. Rocha moved for approval of the agenda, seconded by Mr. Martin, and unanimously
carried.

PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE VIOLATION: (Chapter 22 - Buildings and Building

Regulations. Article XII - Vacant Buildings. Section 22-403 - Registration and Registration
Fee) - Appeal of Registration Fee - 3074 N. Dupont Hwy

Ms. Sierra Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, reviewed the case history for 3074 N. Dupont
Highway on behalf of John England.

Responding to Mr. Neil, Ms. Brown noted that payments have been made for two (2) of the four
(4) years. She confirmed that the first year's registration fee was paid. However, she did not find a
payment for the second year. The third year's $1,500 fee was paid, but the $5,000 and $750 from
the second year remain unpaid. Therefore, this appeal addresses the $5,000 fee for the vacant
building.

Responding to Mr. Neil, Ms. Brown referred to Mr. England’s notes, which indicate that roof work
was performed. According to Mr. England, the active permits show that some work was done on
the roof. Ms. Brown further explained that it appears Mr. England reported that the roof was being
raised, but he noted that there was no evidence of additional interior work, and that progress had
stalled for some time. This information was provided on July 12th.

Mr. Jesse Allen noted that his divorce occurred shortly after he moved into the city. He had been
under the impression that the city would provide sewer and water services up to the curb, but this
was not the case. Although Mr. Allen understood the impact fees and associated costs, he found
that he had to access the sewer across the highway. The divorce process took about two and a half
years and was not finalized until February 2022, largely due to delays caused by COVID-19.
Following the divorce, Mr. Allen sought architectural advice from Mr. Byler, who advised him to
obtain a plan. Mr. Allen secured a plan but was unable to proceed with any work during the
divorce. Once the divorce was finalized, Mr. Allen resumed working with Mr. Byler, who helped
him finalize the plan. They completed this process by June 2023.

With the plan in hand, Mr. Allen obtained the necessary permits from the City of Dover and began
the project. He successfully completed the top roof and arranged for an electrical inspection. The
shed was finished around October or November of last year. This year, rain caused some delays,
but Mr. Allen managed to install the beams as instructed by Mr. Byler. He 1s now prepared to put
on the roof, having installed the necessary supports. Regarding the sewer, Mr. Allen realized that
he needed to install a septic system, for which he has obtained a permit. In September, he visited
the City of Dover to arrange for his electric lines to be buried, as the existing overhead lines were
tangled in a tree. However, he was informed that this could not proceed as planned due to a well
in the area. Despite these challenges, Mr. Allen has been diligently working on the property for
about a year, starting from September of last year.
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Mr. Allen clarified that he purchased the house in its existing condition, which was vacant and
lacked running water or utilities at the time of purchase. There may have been running water
previously, and the property has heating, but he does not use it. The electricity remains connected,
but he turns it off when he leaves to prevent break-ins. The property, which is near a trailer park,
was in poor condition when he bought it, and he has encountered some problematic issues.
Nevertheless, he continues to work on improving it.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Ms. Brown stated that, according to Mr. England’s notes, during his
monthly 30-day inspections of his vacant properties, the building 1s always vacant, appears to be
secured, and has no active electric service.

Responding to Ms. Brown, Ms. Allen stated that it is active and that he gets a City of Dover bill
every month. The bill is roughly $12, and the account is in his name.

Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Kopp stated that it could just be a service fee. The intent of
having electricity in the property is to prevent expedited decomposition. Without active utilities,
the building rapidly deteriorates due to exposure to the elements, especially since there are no
windows. Heat, humidity, and cold air cause everything to buckle under these conditions. Mr.
Kopp clarified that it appears that Mr. Allen purchased this property around May 20, 2013,
according to Kent County records. This property remained vacant for six years until the first vacant
building case was discovered in 2019, meaning it has been vacant for 11 years, assuming Mr. Allen
bought it in the condition that he described. Based on the research and current records, a permit
was 1ssued on August 7, 2024, but there have been no inspections on that permit as of today. When
they talk about an expedient manner, it is concerning that over a year has passed with no
mspections since the permit was issued. Mr. Kopp apologized that he misspoke earlier, the permit
was actually issued on June 20, 2023, not August. So, it has been over a year with no inspections,
no work, nothing done on this building which has been vacant for 11 years. That is why Mr.
England’s interpretation is that this does not meet the definition of an expedient manner as
prescribed in the Dover Code ordinances under the vacant building provisions.

Mr. Allen stated that the city has two different addresses listed with the City of Dover Electric
Department which is causing some confusion. Mr. Allen noted that the city has mixed up the
addresses, and he has let them know what in the past. The correct address should be 3074, not
1643 North DuPont Highway. He has let the city know that he pays his bill for 3074.

Responding to Mr. Allen, Mr. Kopp stated that the bill shows just $12, which is only a service fee,
not for actual electric usage.

Responding to Mr. Kopp, Mr. Allen stated he is using electric to run my saws and everything else.

Responding to Mr. Neil, Mr. Allen stated that he is doing all of the work himself. Mr. Allen
continued to state that he 1s asking for two (2) years and that includes all of the work. Mr. Allen
noted that he has not been communicating with the city, he just has the permit.

Responding to Mr. Neil, Mr. Allen explained that this is the first notice he has received, as he did
not receive any prior notices. He mentioned that he had the property up for sale and received a
notice, after which he spoke with Code Enforcement. Last year, they informed him that everything
was fine, but this year the situation is completely different, leaving him unsure why he is even
here.
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Mr. Kopp explained that the purpose of the vacant building ordinance, which was adopted by city
council, is to prevent vacant buildings within the city. That is his interpretation of the ordinance.
It works by gradually increasing fees each year as a deterrent. In the first year, the fee 1s $375; in
the second year, it is $750; the third year 1s $1,500; the fourth year is $3,000; and for the fifth year
and beyond, the fee is $5,000. The reason for these escalating fees is to discourage long-term
vacancies within the city. In his view, the ordinance is designed to motivate property owners to
take action on their vacant buildings.

Mr. Kopp stated that the issue at hand is that he has previously been granted exemptions from the
fees. However, now that they are in the fifth year, they need to start making decisions about
fairness. Both code enforcement and Mr. England’s interpretation is that it is neither just nor fair
to continue granting exemptions at this stage. The building has now been vacant for 11 years, not
just five. In his opinion, as the Chief Code Enforcement Officer, it is not justified to grant any
further extensions. They have other citizens who are paying their fees for buildings that have been
vacant for five (5) years, and the penalty is intended to deter prolonged vacancies. Granting an
exemption under these circumstances contradicts the purpose of the ordinance, which is to address
extended vacancies and to serve the interests of the community. This is why they are addressing
this issue today.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp stated that he 1s unsure what was on the property before it
became vacant but recalls that it has been a vacant building since at least 2013. Mr. Kopp noted
that Mr. Allen purchased the property in 2013, so it is unclear how long it has been vacant since
then. The purpose of the ordinance is to address and reduce the number of vacant buildings. This
property technically falls under the Dangerous Building Ordinance, as any building that remains
vacant for more than 90 days is subject to this ordinance and potentially to demolition. While the
Vacant Building Ordinance aims to prevent such demolitions, this property’s extended vacancy
and lack of utilities contribute to its rapid deterioration, making it subject to the Dangerous
Building Ordinance.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Allen stated that Mr. England has not gone inside the building and
that he plans to turn it into a hair salon. Mr. Allen explained that as he mentioned, he feels like he
has not been given enough time. He has been working on this property for almost a year, though
it might not even be a full year yet. The property was indeed vacant, but he did not want to start
significant work without doing things properly. He could have just started tearing it apart without
notifying anyone, but he chose to handle it the right way. Mr. Allen would just like to complete
this project. He understand the reasons for the ordinance and why the property has remained as it
1s. The situation was complicated by personal issues, including a difficult divorce that delayed
progress. Mr. Allen was hesitant to invest in the property while facing the possibility of losing it.
It took me about three (3) years to resolve those issues, and that is why the property has been sitting
for so long.

Responding to Mr. Campana, Mr. Kopp stated that the $5,000 fee is the maximum amount, but it
will be charged annually. Each year, the fee will be $5,000. The purpose of this fee is to encourage
the elimination of vacant buildings. The ordinance has a graduated fee structure for the first five
(5) years: it starts at $375 1n the first year to give property owners the opportunity to address issues.
This case originated in 2019, and there may have been exemptions granted previously, but the fee
structure 1s designed to escalate to incentivize timely action.
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Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp stated that there has been leniency and exemptions granted
in good faith over the years. However, when they reach the fifth year, it becomes difficult to justify
granting another exemption, especially after providing them in years one (1) through four (4). The
mitial exemptions were intended to offer grace and time to bring things up to standard, but by the
fifth year, it is hard for the city to continue offering exemptions.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp stated the code does not specify exact timelines, but it does
require that work be completed in an expedient manner. In his interpretation, if work is only
starting in the fourth or fifth year, that does not meet the standard of expediency. Years one (1),
two (2), and three (3) are when the work should have been underway. Waiting four (4) or five (5)
years to begin work and then seeking an exemption for expediency does not align with the intent
of the code, especially since the project has already been delayed for three (3) years. That is not
what they would consider expedient.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp explained that the way the code works is that they are paying
for the actual year. So, for instance, they might be exempted from paying the $375 fee for one (1)
year, but if they are not exempted in the second year, the fee increases to $750. The exemption
only applies to that specific year’s fee and does not prevent the escalation of fees in subsequent
years. There are cases where people pay the fee and continue working on their building.

Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Allen stated that he believes he received his divorce decree in
2022. Mr. Allen continued to state that the property settlement came after and was completed in
2022. He went right to Mr. Byler afterwards to get the paperwork done which took a year to
complete the plans.

Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Kopp stated that if it was in the second year the fee would be
$750.

Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Allen stated that if he had a deadline, he would most likely be
able to complete everything in less than two (2) years.

Responding to Mr. Kopp, Mr. Allen stated that regarding the timeline, it depends on how fast he
works. As he mentioned, he has had some difficulty getting things done, but his plan is to finish
within two years (2), hopefully before then. That is what he 1s aiming for.

Responding to Mr. Allen, Mr. Kopp noted that this is where code enforcement finds it challenging,
when a building has been sitting for as long as this one has. Mr. Kopp explained that to be fair,
they do have compassion for Mr. Allen’s situation, but they must also consider the broader
responsibility they have to the citizens of Dover. So, is it fair just grant Mr. Allen a two (2)-year
extension from today to complete this work when they are holding others to the same standard?
The big question here is, how do they justify giving Mr. Allen two (2) years? If they granted Mr.
Allen two (2) years today, they would need to pause enforcement for everyone else to be fair,
consistent, and just in upholding the code. That is just not feasible.

Ms. Brown clarified that, despite earlier claims of no communication with Mr. Allen from the city,
he was indeed informed about the situation. Mr. Allen is actually the one who registered the
building as vacant. He was met on-site by Ron Coburn in December 2021, during which they
discussed the condition of the building, the interior was gutted, and half the roof was missing. Mr.

Allen acknowledged that he was aware he would need permits and mentioned that Bill Byler would
be drawing up plans for submission. This conversation took place in December 2021.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp explained that to obtain a permit for this project, they would
need to undergo multiple inspections. Since the building is down to the studs, the Mr. Allen needs
mspections for electrical work, plumbing, mechanical systems, and the roof, among others. The
permit process involves several steps, including pre-drywall and pre-plumbing inspections,
depending on what is required. It is not a matter of simply completing the work and then moving
on; each stage needs to be inspected to ensure compliance with code. One issue they have
encountered is that people sometimes complete all the work and then have to tear it out because
mspections were not performed at the appropriate stages. Ideally, inspections would be conducted
as the work progresses, such as when the building inspector signs off on pre-drywall work to ensure
everything is done correctly and in an expedient manner.

Mr. Kopp continued to explain that, for the permit issued on June 20, 2023, there have been zero
mspections recorded. This indicates that, despite the permit being renewed, the required
mspections have not been completed, meaning the work is not progressing as required. Their
interpretation is that the completion of inspections demonstrates that steps are being taken towards
compliance. Without these inspections, the project is not considered to be moving forward in an
expedient manner.

Responding to Mr. Allen, Mr. Neil stated that he is asking them to support his project for his
benefit, which places a heavy burden on taxpayers to accommodate Mr. Allen’s timeline and costs.
No one else can do that, no one else is allowed to delay or defer their responsibilities in the same
way. Mr. Neil did not understand why this situation should be treated differently. If everyone else
had the same approach, saying they are working on it and will pay when they have extra funds,
there would be no end to such delays. If Mr. Allen cannot afford the project, perhaps he should
consider selling the property or recouping his investments in other ways. Mr. Neil explained that
they cannot support his budget or extend the timeline for completing this work. Their priority is to
protect the city, especially given the number of vacant properties they already have. Mr. Neil noted
that Mr. Allen is asking for an extension that could stretch beyond two (2) or even three (3) years.
If that 1s the case, the building will remain open and problematic, whereas other projects must meet
specific deadlines. It seems unreasonable to make an exception in this case. Therefore, Mr. Neil
cannot support any changes to the current requirements because the extended timeline Mr. Allen
proposes is not feasible for bringing the property into compliance.

Responding to Mr. Allen and Mr. Neil, Mr. Boggerty stated that he definitely echoes his
colleague’s concerns and understands Mr. Allen’s situation well. However, even considering that
things can happen, they are now faced with the reality of a two(2) year delay. They need to figure
out how to move forward from here. While he does not believe in scrutinizing another person’s
finances, Mr. Allen has mentioned having $10,000 available this year and possibly another
$10,000 next year. From his perspective, it seems likely that the total cost of the project will exceed
$20,000. For context, Mr. Boggerty previously owned a barber shop and a hair salon, and just the
initial furniture alone cost more than $10,000. In essence, Mr. Allen is asking the board to accept
a $10,000 budget for this year and wait to see progress, which is a significant concern. They need
to consider whether this approach is viable and fair to everyone involved.
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Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Allen stated that he anticipates the entire project will cost
roughly $80,000. He explained that he will begin incurring more expenses once work starts on the
blacktop, sidewalk, electrical work, and other related tasks.

Responding to Mr. Boggerty, Mr. Allen explained that while he does have the funds available, he
does not plan to mvest all of it in the project this year. His budget for this year 1s $10,000, and he
estimates that next year’s budget could be either $20,000 or $30,000, depending on how quickly
the work progresses.

Responding to Mr. Campana, Mr. Allen stated that right now he is just working on the building on
the weekend.

Responding to Mr. Allen, Mr. Campana noted that he has experience in construction and used to
sell materials to contractors. He stated that the project at hand is quite extensive and typically
requires more than one (1) person to complete. It is not feasible for a single individual to handle
all the tasks necessary for the property. Additionally, the longer the work is delayed, the more the
condition of the property will deteriorate, and the costs will continue to rise.

Responding to Mr. Rocha, Mr. Kopp stated that next year, it will be an additional $5,000 fee. Mr.
Allen 1s currently at the maximum amount, so every year, it will be an extra $5,000 until the work
is completed. They are at $5,000 now because they are in the fifth year. Mr. Kopp noted that he
believes that code enforcement’s interpretation of the code was correct. On behalf of code
enforcement, he feels that the $5,000 fee is justified and that the appeal should be denied.

Mr. Rocha moved to deny the appeal made by Mr. Jesse Allen and to uphold the decision of
the Code Enforcement Officer to declare this property in its fifth year of vacancy and to
apply the fifth-year vacant building registration fee, in the amount of $5,000. The motion
was seconded by Mr. Campana and unanimously carried.

Mr. Neil moved for an adjournment of the Construction and Property Maintenance Code Board
of Appeals meeting, seconded by Mr. Rocha, hearing no objection, the meeting adjourned at 4:25

p-m.

The meeting adjourned at 4:25 p.m.

On behalf of the homeowners, we are looking to appeal the building review decision of
denying the permit for a new deck. Attached is the letter of denial and written request from
the homeowners explaining their situation. Please advise future steps to get this processed.

Dear Planning & Inspections Board,

I am writing to respectfully appeal the recent decision regarding my deck project at my
residence, 321 Charring Cross Drive.

I fully understand the City’s responsibility to ensure safety and code compliance. However, I
would like to request reconsideration of the requirements placed on my project due to the
following circumstances:

Consistency with Neighborhood: Every deck in my townhouse community, including updated
ones, has been built in the same style and location as my proposed deck. My request is simply
to match what has already been approved and exists throughout my neighborhood, ensuring
consistency and fairness.

Financial Hardship: I currently receive government benefits, and this project was intended as a
gift from my mother to help improve my home. The additional cost of approximately $5,000
for fire-resistant materials presents a significant financial hardship.

Family and Accessibility Needs: My grandfather is a permanent resident in my home. He has

already undergone one hip replacement and may require another soon. Having a safe,
accessible outdoor deck 1s important for his mobility and quality of life. I also care for my
young niece, who is about to turn one, and ensuring a safe space for her is equally important.

For these reasons, I respectfully request:

1. Approval of my proposed deck design as submitted, consistent with the other decks in my
neighborhood, without requiring the additional $5,000 upgrade.
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2. If that 1s not possible, I ask that the City consider available financial assistance, grant

funding, or community resources to help offset the cost of the required fire-resistant materials.

3. If neither option can be approved immediately, I request the opportunity for a meeting or
hearing before the Review Board to present my case in full and seek a fair resolution.

It is my sincere goal to provide a safe and code-compliant space for my family while keeping
consistent with the character of my neighborhood. I truly appreciate your time, service, and
consideration of my appeal.

R302.1 Exterior walls. Exterior walls with a fire separation distance less than 3 feet (914 mm) shall have not less than a one-hour
fire-resistive rating with exposure from both sides. Projections shall not extend to a point closer than 2 feet (610 mm) from the line
used to determine the fire separation distance.

Exception: Detached garages accessory to a dwelling located within 2 feet of a lot line shall be permitted to have roof eave
projections not exceeding 4 inches.

Projections extending into the fire separation distance shall have notless than one-hour fire-resistive construction on the underside.
The above provisions shall not apply to walls which are perpendicular to the line used to determine the fire separation distance.

Exception: Tool and storage sheds, playhouses and similar structures exempted from permits by R105.2 are not required to
provide wall protection based on location on the lot. Projections beyond the exterior wall shall not extend over the lot line.

Q: Do the requirements in Section R302.1 for projections apply to exterior balconies and decks as defined in Section
R2027?

A: Yes. Exterior balconies and decks that are attached to the building but not under roof are considered projections.
Exterior balconies, decks and porches that are attached and under roof are considered to be a partof the primary building
structure. Section 302.1 regulates projections into the fire separation distance. Projections can not extend more than 12
inches (305 mm) into this area. In addition, projections that do extend into an area where walls are required to be of one-
hour fire-resistive construction must be protected on the underside with one-hour fire-resistive construction.
