FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT – April 17, 2018

The Finance Committee of Wheeling City Council met on Tuesday, April 17, 2018 at 5:15 p.m., in City Council Chambers.  Committee Members present: Chair Chad Thalman, Vice-Chair Dave Palmer, Member Wendy Scatterday.  Others present: Mayor Glenn Elliott, Councillors Ken Imer, Brian Wilson and Ty Thorngate; City Manager Robert Herron, Finance Director Seth McIntyre, City Clerk Brenda J. Delbert.

The following matters were discussed:

Financial Statement - March, 2018

City Manager Robert Herron explained that this Financial Report represents the 75% of the Fiscal Year.  At the end of March, the balance in the Budget Stabilization Fund is $1.6 million, and the balance in the General Fund is approximately $2.1 million for a total of $3.7 million.  This is the first time we have not made contribution to budget stabilization fund.  Credits strong cash position to Finance Director.  On the expenditures side, most departments are at or below the 75% threshold. Over all expenditures are 71% and 76% revenue.  B & O is starting to catch up to revenue. Property and municipal tax are strong.  Mr. Palmer moved, seconded by Ms. Scatterday, to accept the March, 2018 Financial Statement as presented and forward it to Council.  Motion carried.  

Mr.  Thalman asked Grow Ohio Valley to address the committee.  Danny Swan and Ken Peralta give presentation about their vision for mobile farmers market located in Intermodal Parking Garage.  They are asking for financial assistance from the City for necessary electrical and water investments in Intermodal space.  There being no further business to come before the Committee, Mr. Palmer moved, seconded by Ms. Scatterday, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Time: 5:35 p.m.
