PROPERTY LOCATIONS:		87/89 33rd Street

NATURE OF REQUEST:		Private Demolition of a Contributing Structure

APPLICANT:			Vossen Realty LLC

BACKGROUND & ANALYSIS: 

The owner of the duplex at 87/89 33rd Street has filed an application to demolish the building.  The building is listed as a contributing structure in the South Wheeling Historic District.   The applicant has submitted the attached correspondence, which addresses the requirements outlined in section 173.13.b of city code.  In summary, 
1. The description of the building can be found on the attached district nomination sheet.
2. The reason for the demolition is to allow for the renovation of the adjacent commercial structure, also citing secondary egress limitations with the residential use.
3. The estimated cost to raze the structure is $18,000.
4. There are no known features of architectural significance, however if any are identified, those will be salvaged.
5. There area will become greenspace, with the potential use by a future commercial tenant.
